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Hong Kong is known for its swanky hotels, pulsing nightlife and rtrers :
restaurant scene and sleepless nerve-centre full of superb shopping.
The Landmark Mandarin Oriental (mandarinoriental.com; doubles
from HK$3,655 or X32,550) is the city's hottest address (with one
of its best spas!), located in the heart of the business and fashion
districts. To dine in a floral fantasy, get drinks and dinner at Dear Lilly
overlooking Victoria Harbour, and end with the signature heart-
shaped dessert of raspberry and white chocolate. Or pick spicier fare
at the Michelin-starred Sichuan restaurant Chilli Fagara. Bar-hop in
Lan Kwai Fong, ride the classic tram and explore the night markets.
Extend your break at The Ritz-Carlton, Macau (ritzcarlton.com;
doubles from HK$2,799 or X24,930), home to the mesmerising
show, The House of Dancing Water, the ruins of St Paul's and the
world's highest bungy tower.
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
